At the 17th ALERT Users Group Conference, Monterey Beach Hotel, Monterey, CA

Friday, May 5, 2000

INTRODUCTIONS

Meeting called to order at 10:45 AM by Mark Heggli, President of the ALERT Users Group. 

OLD BUSINESS 

ALERT Data Base update

Todd Mendell reported the database project is intertwined with the efforts of the six local narrowbanding groups.  Four of the six groups have completed preliminary organizational meetings.  This represents approximately 90% of the users in California.   
Update to bylaw changes

Rob Nelson discussed his thoughts on the required changes:  fees to be doubled ($60.00) and collected with the bi-annual conference registrations.  It was proposed to provide $10.00 of each conference registration to the NHWC for use as seed money for future Council activities.  The other user groups are expected to follow this example of funding the NHWC.    As Rob explained the differences in membership categories with the other user groups, it was decided the current membership categories as written should suffice.  After discussion of the difficulty involved in making significant changes to the bylaws, a motion was made, seconded and approved to provide all honorary life members full AUG conference fees paid. 

Listserve

President Heggli discussed the benefits to those members who join the ALERT Listserve mail list.  All members were encouraged to join.
OFFICER REPORTS

Treasurer’s Report

Treasurer Delores Taylor provided a detailed report of AUG and NHWC funds so that the group might better understand the finances between the two organizations.   After lengthy discussion, Bob Burnash motioned that the AUG officers be empowered to bequest future funds to the NHWC as needed.  The motion was seconded and approved by a vote of the attending membership.   Discussion ensued on the NHWC bank account – those funds represented proceeds from the NHWC conference in San Diego last year and should be transferred to the AUG bank account.  President Heggli and Chris Crompton explained that the first round of NHWC National conferences were to be sponsored by the local hosting user group and that any proceeds be given to that group.  Delores Taylor, Treasurer, was directed to transfer the funds of the NHWC to the AUG account, leaving the seed money in the NHWC account.

Future AUG Conference, 2002

Chris Crompton urged the board to begin the process of selecting and organizing the next conference of the ALERT Users Group.  He encouraged the board to review, and edit as needed, the specifications for conference facilities and propose a site recommendation at the Fall business meeting in October.  Some of the sites suggested: Santa Barbara, Big Bear Lake, Yosemite (Tenaya Lodge), San Luis Obisbo, and the Queen Mary in Long Beach.  A return to Granlibakken at Lake Tahoe and the Riviera Resort in Palm Springs were also suggested. 

NEW BUSINESS

NHWC technical committee

Rob Hartman suggested AUG consider providing funds as needed to assist the technical committee working on the ALERT format changes.  Jim Slouber, High Sierra Electronics, suggested that a consensus among the vendors be reached and perhaps seek funding to begin testing prototypes, thereby avoiding one vendor from dominating the process.  Joe Johnson, Hydrolynx, stated that the committee is operating under the NHWC and funding requests should be channeled through that organization.  It was suggested to present a report and proposal from the technical committee for the next business meeting (Fall meeting in San Diego, October 5, 2000)

New Memberships

President Heggli commented that we have many new members from the USGS and NESDIS as a result of  emphasizing flood warning and real-time data issues rather than strictly ALERT matters.  It is important that we continue to attract new members in this way.
